2021-22 Membership Information and COVID Rules & Waiver

As we embark on our 2020-2021 season, amidst the COVID 19 pandemic, the New Westminster & District
Concert Band has created a comprehensive program of safety measures to ensure the health of our members.
It is important that all members read and understand these measures, and agree to comply with them all.
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All members will be required to complete a Self-assessment/Checklist regarding their health prior to
attending any rehearsal. Members showing any symptoms of ill health will not be allowed to attend
rehearsals.

Our COVID 19 Plan and WorkSafe BC Plan will be made available to members.

Hand sanitizing will be required as people assemble. Disinfectant wipes will be made available.
Masks will be required to be worn AT ALL TIMES when we are not playing.

Specially modified masks, able to accommodate a mouthpiece, can be worn while playing.

Chairs will be arranged at a distance of 2m/6ft and will be disinfected.

Disinfectant wipes will be provided for members to wipe down their own chairs and music stands.
Rehearsals may be shorter than the normal length and only portions of the band may be able to
rehearse at any one time.

Visitors will not be permitted during rehearsals

WorkSafeBC mask use documents will be shared with all members via email.

Mouthpiece adaptation will be purchased for flutes.

Face masks will be required to be installed on the bells of instruments where the mouth-to-bell line is
straight.

Spit coming from instruments must be absorbed by some absorbent material and not fall on to the floor.
Absorbent pads will be provided by members, and disposed of by members.

2021-22 Registration Form & Waiver must be signed by all members planning to return.

Failure to follow these rules may result in the suspension of rehearsals.

The New Westminster & District Concert Band and the Board of Directors, and the rehearsal venue
assume no liability if a member becomes sick. It is recognized that rehearsal attendance is a choice.
